1. Welcome and Confirmation of Agenda

2. March Minutes  - Approved


ACTION:  Karen will post on website

3. Civic Hospital Expansion:

Karen represented CHNA at the 1st meeting of the TOH Public Consultation Committee (PCC), Feb 29, the 1st Public Consultation March 07, and at the Agricultural Institute of Canada (AIC) meeting on April 11th.  

ACTION: Karen to update website with meeting details and any minutes received

4. Community Mail box consultation:  MP McKenna's office advise that the process to decide the fate of the Community Mailbox rollouts will be the responsibility of Public Works.  The process to  include public consultations, later in the year.   All rollouts are on hold, pending the outcome of this process.

ACTION: When a process and onsultation dates are set, Karen will post on website and notify Alyson for social media communication

5. St. Matthias Church closure/alternative use: Karen and Kathy and a small group of interested residents attended a meeting with Church representatives on March 29. The church is considered surplus.  The Church wants to be respectful of neighbours when deciding the fate of the property.  A short term rental to another denomination will cover the maintenance costs while they decide.  CHNA connected them with the READ committee to see if there is any synergy to use as a library.

6. Duke of Devonshire: Karen sent a welcome letter and invited the new owners to attend a meet and greet with CHNA and selected residents, but hasn’t yet received a response.  Purpose is to define a process to handle issues,  discuss the ongoing noise concern, and to find a way to allow residents to learn more about CHNA and become members.

7.  70 Richmond Road Rezoning request: Karen attended a recent meeting and heard more details for the rezoning request for a coffee shop with drive through. While the proposal mainly respects the heritage designation, the drive-through aspect is against city policy and poses serious concerns for cycling/pedestrian safely and traffic congestion.  

ACTION: Karen will send a letter of general support for the project with the exception of the drive-through element.

8. Positive Letter to Planning Department.  Karen to send to thank them for proactive activities seen this year to better engage with the public and to be more transparent such as the Pre-Consultation Pilot Project & Development Review Services Town Hall CHNA participated in, as well as the introduction of webinar access to some Planning meetings.  

9. Spring Info Session – to be held at Hintonburg Community Centre May 25, 7 to 9 pm. The room is booked and Jeff Leiper’s attendance confirmed.  The main emphasis of the meeting will be to highlight the work that has and is being done by walking-through the website. Following the business part of the meeting we would like to have a social “meet and greet”.

ACTIONS:  

· Alyson will add “Meet and Greet “ to the promotional communication to try and draw new people and encourage everyone to stay to the end of the meeting.

· Karen will draft the overall agenda and send for review via email.

· Alyson is looking into getting the website cleaned up before the May 25th meeting.

10. Spring Park Cleanup – date has been set for May 1, rain date May 15.

ACTIONS:  

· Karen will confirm park captains, and coordinate with city and with Dirienzo’s.

· Julie will co-captain with Sara at Reid.  Shelley will captain at Fairmont, assisted by Alyson (to confirm).  Laurel will assist George Laing at Ev Tremblay .  Luanne will circulate to all parks (to confirm).

· Allyson will arrange coffee with Bridgehead. Luanne will pick up and deliver it.

· Karen will update & print posters: Shane and Julie will help distribute.

11. “Streetfight:  New York’s Urban Revolution Comes to Ottawa”: CNHA is a co-sponsor for this event promoting safer streets, April 27th at the Aberdeen Pavilion at Lansdowne Park. 

ACTIONS: 

· Karen will send post the pdf poster on the website and send to Alyson.

· Allyson will forward it in an email and share via social media.

12. Community Policing: Our nearby neighbourhood associations are concerned over the possible closure of community policing centres and loss of local community police officer and neighbourhood officers. There will be a meeting this week with other affected community associations to coordinate responses for  the public forum planned for April 25.

ACTION: Shane will engage with the other associations to help develop a coordinated strategy and response.

13. Spring Newsletter:  Alyson has a draft newsletter but needs final content by the end of the week.  She plans to have the physical copy in mailboxes mid-May. Key content will include notice of our spring Info Session, traffic update, inaugural garage sale, and upcoming community consultation dates. ACTIONS: 

· Karen, Shelley and Luanne will send their information asap.

· Alyson will send a draft to the Executive for approval.

· Karen will advise Susan Chell of the timelines.

14. Neighbourhood Garage Sale – instead of competing with the Glebe sale, we  agreed on June 4   with June 5th as the raindate.  Same day as Hintonburg and Carlington.  We will adverstise it in our newsletter and invite neighbours to participate.

ACTIONS:  

· Alyson will put a notice in the newsletter, on our website, on some on-line sites and will develop a poster 

· All Executive to help distribute and post.

15. Transportation Committee:

· 991 Carling Ave: Luanne has informed J. Leiper that residents agree to have signage installed where discussed. She recommended traffic monitoring for one month following the changes. Confusing communication has been received.

ACTION:  Luanne will ask J. Leiper’s office for clarification on what has been approved.

· Parkdale Ave Truck traffic: residents are informally monitoring truck traffic and have concerns that the restrictions are not being respected.  Photos and stats would be helpful to collect.

ACTION:  on behalf of Parkdale residents, Luanne will prepare a letter asking the city for clarification on truck restrictions.

· Additional issues the Traffic Committee still plan to address: CHNA-wide 40 km/hr zone; stop signs along bike paths; traffic calming support from Domicile.  

ACTION: Luanne to contact J. Leiper’s office for status of these initiatives

16. Fundraising and Membership: 

· Membership renewal continues; to support this effort, a quality flyer has been produced but need additional volunteers (ideally block captains) to help distribute. Committee plans on printing 300 copies; a sponsor would be helpful to offset costs.  Luanne made the motion to approve up to $500 for marketing and collateral. Shelley seconded the motion. Motioned was passed unanimously.

· Shane suggested that membership drives might also be coordinated with CHNA special events.

ACTIONS: 

· Shelley will recruit for block captains and new members at  Spring Info Session. 

· Shelley and Julie will test different ways of sharing up-to-date member list.

· Alyson will get some printing quotes.

· Karen will share additional member data with Julie.

· Karen will make inquiries regarding a potential sponsor
