Acceptance of June Minutes was approved: Shelley moved, Luanne seconded. 

1. Karen – President’s Report 

· New Civic Hospital – NCC Public Meeting Sept 22. Will be an opportunity to comment on-line for anyone who can’t make the meeting.

· TOH Meeting Sept. 26 with CHNA and Jeff Leiper. Anticipated topics include smoking policy, parking and re-establish regular dialogue regarding issues of mutual interest.

· ACTION: Shelley to share copy of former newsletter TOH used to send to neighbours.

· Duke of Devonshire: new owners (Chartwell) have finally responded to our requests from our June meeting.  HVAC contractor conducted check and confirms equipment operating optimally (for current configuration).  Chartwell Senior leadership made aware and considering changes for upcoming years (ie post 2016). 

· Fall AGM –we’re aiming for late October, but would like to invite both Catherine McKenna and Jeff Leiper and hold it at the Hintonburg Community Centre.  Date will be determined based on availability of the venue and special guests. 

· ACTIONS:

· Karen to inquire about availability of guests

· Julie to inquire about availability of the community centre

· Agenda to be discussed at our next meeting.

· A reminder about nominations for CHNA executive (in advance of the AGM) to be included in the newsletter along with a deadline.
· If anyone on Executive Committee is considering stepping down, please let us know by end of September.

· Ottawa 2017: have decided not to submit a proposal.

2. Luanne Calcutt– Transportation

· 417 Expansion: land has been expropriated and the 417 widening is moving forward -despite the concerns voiced by the community.  Waiting on update from ongoing meetings between Naqvi, Leiper, Provincial and City Staff on options re:  417 E onramp removal.

· 991 Carling: Leiper requests input by Sept 26 regarding proposal to extend temporary permit for parking for 3 years.  Jeff Leiper provided traffic count to show that impact to local traffic is minimal, however, nearby neighbours not convinced.  It would be helpful to develop a long-term position on issues of this nature (unoccupied property defaulting to temporary parking until development is cost-effective). Perhaps we could consider a community wide visioning exercise?
· ACTION: Luanne to prepare a response sharing community comments and concerns.  

· 30K (Domicile): money has been allocated and some of the temporary traffic calming measures now installed, i.e. two speed display boards, two flex sticks, two traffic calming signs. 
· ACTION: Luanne will draft something for newsletter to highlight this as a success story of citizens communicating their concern about impact of development on traffic. 

· Local Traffic Management Studies: Holland and Sherwood are eligible for local traffic management studies but not yet at top of list. Process is slow. Residents on Sherwood prepared to circulate a petition to ensure this is taken seriously.

· Cycling Safety measures:  CycleWest propose to officially and properly link safe cycling routes in our community to major pathways (i.e. river path, O-Train multi-use path, Canal Path). Sherwood residents have voiced a concern about parking and speed.  They would prioritize parking changes and greater speed enforcement.
· ACTIONS:
· Luanne to check with Jeff Leiper’s office as to whether CycleWest proposal would work with 40 km zone and increased parking restrictions.
· Luanne to invite Erinn Cunningham to participate in CHNA Traffic Committee so his proposal is part of the broader community effort to improve our streets.

3. Peter Eady- VP

· Ev Tremblay Park revitalization – still haven’t heard how and what is proposed.
· ACTION:  Peter will follow up with Jeff Leiper’s office for an update and ask about opportunities for community engagement.

· Kitchissippi Forum and Tunney’s Pasture Hazardous waste disposal day Sept 18 – Peter will attend Kitchissippi forum as CHNA rep. 

· ACTION: Allyson to add both opportunities for email.

4. Kathy Kennedy- Planning and Development

· Volunteer Award proposal looks good – we will go ahead and announce it and ask for nominations at the fall AGM.

· ACTION: Allyson to include in newsletter.

· General Update on P&D: this summer was unusually busy. Issues for fall follow-up include:

· Traffic/safety/pedestrian right-of-way at Hickory/Champagne intersection

· Committee of adjustment meeting regarding Emerald Towers property severance application as well as meeting with concerned residents of the Towers

· ACTIONS: 

· We need to recruit more active members to help with this committee.

· Shelley to give membership brochures to Kathy to distribute at upcoming meetings

5. Jule Westall- Treasurer

· Pumpkins In the Park – Oct. 22, 1-3pm. A site plan was required for the permit this year.  Confirmed activities include:  Pumpkin give-away (Susan Chell); firetruck; Children’s entertainer entertainer; bouncy castle; face paint kit.

· ACTIONS:

· Allyson to include a call for volunteers in newsletter, especially for Face-painters

· Julie to take care of additional signage

6. Alyson Queen – Communications

· September email will get sent out this week

· ACTIONS

7. Shelley Mullins – Membership

· Now have 182 paid households for 2016!!

· Target 250 for 2017.

· Need to more clearly communicate that membership is for the calendar year. Memberships purchased at the fall AGM are for the calendar year starting in January following the meeting.

· Motion: Luanne moves that to more clearly communicate the value of membership and the “members only” email list, people whose memberships have expired be removed from the list. 

· Discussion:

· Put this on the agenda for the AGM as an intention versus an open discussion. Invite people to provide feedback.

· If we’re going to do this, we should send out a clear email reminder to expired members. List will have to be vetted for “complimentary memberships” (i.e. elected representatives; sponsors)

· ACTIONS: 

· See items listed above.

· Shelley will investigate option of offering a 2 year membership. 

8. Shane Quinn -Safety

· Ottawa Police Service (OPS) – impacts of the Service Initiative to CHNA:  New model of policing is scheduled to start in January 2017. At this point it would appear that Community Police Centres (CPCs) will be reduced from 15 to 10 and some current Community Police Officers (CPOs) may be reassigned.  Hintonburg CPC could be one of those to continue operating and in that case our current CPO may retain her position.

· Shane will attend the Sept 26 meeting of the Police Services Board and attempt to determine

· when the T of R for the Advisory Committee will be available to the public

· what the process will be for developing them; 

· when and how the Evaluation of the CPCs will be made

· what the Communication Plan for these changes will be.
